Web Site Mail from Medically Vulnerable People Requesting Urgent Medical Care 
We receive several appeals every month through our website, www.gpwellnesscenter.org for emergency medical and dental services.  The appeals are from people who have severe medical and dental conditions and are not able to obtain help in any other way. The e-mails are sent to our Executive Director who makes contact with the people, and provides them with information on how to obtain our services. 
As you know, people who are in good health are more likely to secure and maintain adequate employment. Here’s a sampling of inquiries these past few months. 

1. Dawn: Hello there! I am a Grand Prairie resident and was wondering if I can make an appointment to get my blood pressure/cholesterol checked and maybe checked for diabetes as well seeing as I have been feeling a bit 'off' as of late.  I’ve never been tested before, but my gut instinct tells me I should be. My husband and I live on 1 income (his) and don't have any type of health insurance. I didn't know where I was going to go or where to look to get seen that wouldn't take every penny we have and I found GPWC through a Google search engine and I am so thankful I did. Please tell me what the next step would be please. Thank you. 
2. Mina (Myna): I need to get checked out for multiple problems and to get back on my prescriptions. I have no insurance and my husband is the only one working. Also, anywhere I go I have to be able to get to a restroom to do #'s 1 and 2. I have been this way for 3 years and it is getting worse. I really need to know when I could come in and also around how much I would have to take in to the visit. I’m a college student and am married with 2 kids. I want to enjoy life like I used to again.  I am only 26 years old. Can you help me?
3. Casandra: I am having great difficulty finding a clinic I can afford. My only income right now is child support of $520/month I am desperately seeking dental and women’s services. I have some kind of infection in my uterus that is really worrying me my abdomen is tender and I have pain in almost all of my teeth. Every free or low cost clinic I have found either doesn’t serve my county or my zip code or is a price I just can’t afford. Please let me know what the price would be for a pap smear and a dental exam or if there would be some kind of affordable payment plan we could work out. Thank you so much. 


4. Terry: I am in need of help finding a dentist. I am on SSI on Medicare without dental insurance, my front four teeth are rotten and about to break off, both of my wisdom teeth are loose and top back tooth has broken into (right top). I am in some severe pain off and on. I just moved to Grand Prairie and am living with my niece, paying her rent. By the time I help pay bills I have only about $200 to last me the rest of the month. I feel like that I will need to have dentures. I need someone to help me to try to get my smile and laugh back again. All I can do is to pay about a hundred dollars a month to get my teeth fixed. Please contact me or send this info to someone else that could.  Thank you 

5. Malana: I am in desperate need of dental help. I need to have teeth pulled, and possibly get some kind of dentures. I am severe pain right now. I am on disability with Medicare and QMB which don't cover dental. I make $814.00 per month, and need to know if I can get dental services at your facility. Please call me to let me know, and if so what I need to do.  Thank you so much for your help.
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
