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PATIENTS AND STAFF & VOLUNTEERS
We have 3,266 patient files for 1,469 unduplicated patients. Eighty-three percent of patients reside in Dallas County. The rest reside in Tarrant County. Patients must have family income at or below 125% of federal poverty guidelines to be eligible for chiropractic, dental and medical services. There are income criteria for screenings. 

Many of our patients have serious medical needs and are medically vulnerable, but can’t afford to obtain medical services. Additionally, there is a lack of public transportation in the city. For many, the Wellness Center is the only local organization that provides basic medical and dental care for them and their families. Our patients make multiple visits a year as they view the Wellness Center as their primary care providers.
